            TOURNAMENT INFORMATION

· Entry fee is $110.00 per team including Big Bass. Launch position #1 will be auctioned off at ramp meeting. All early mailed-in entries received by August 10, beginning with launch position #2, will be by random draw at JCCB meeting on August 10. Launch order for entries received after August 10, including same-day tournament walk-ups, will be determined in the order received. 
· Boat livewell checks from 5:00-6:15 AM. Entrant must present “Livewell Checked” ticket to on-site check-in table.
· Ramp meeting at 6:20 AM
· Tournament hours 7:00 AM – 3:00 PM. 
· Call boat start begins at 7:00 AM. All boats must pass by the call boat and be acknowledged.
· Tournament ends at 3:00 PM. All fishing stops. All boats must turn in the launch FOB to the check-in dock attendant.
· Three (3) fish limit per team. NO culling at the ramp.
                                   AWARDS
· All plaques, cash awards and door prizes awarded at tournament end. You must be present to receive any award or prize. no exceptions!

· Individual plaques are awarded for the first-place team & Big Bass.
· Cash awards for 1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th place teams (Amounts based on number of entries). 80% payout. Big Bass payout is 100% payout.
· Door Prizes: Ticket drawing of those present who fished the tournament.
JCCB BASS TOURNAMENT RULES

Participation and Eligibility: Every boat must have at least one adult team member (18 years of age and up). A completed entry form and entry fee must be paid prior to the beginning of the Ramp meeting. Not attending the ramp meeting will result in a 2 lb. penalty. A pre-registered late arrival must have live-well checked.

Registration: Each competitor must register in person during the boat check period (5:00-6:15 AM. No walkups after 6:15!!!
Team Pairing: Two-man teams only. This is not an individual tournament.

Safety: Safe boating must always be observed.  Each competitor is required to wear a Coast Guard approved life preserver anytime the combustion engine is in operation. All boats over 10 hp must have an emergency shut-off device that is securely attached to the driver’s body whenever the combustion engine is in operation.

Sportsmanship: Competitors in the JCCB tournament are expected to follow high standards of sportsmanship, courtesy, and conservation. Maximum courtesy must always be practiced, especially regarding boating and angling in the vicinity of competitors or non-competitors. Any act that reflects unfavorably on these standards may be reason for disqualification. All alcoholic beverages and/or illegal drugs are prohibited.

Tackle and Equipment: All Bass must be caught alive in a conventional sporting manner. Only artificial lures may be used. No live bait or cut bait (except for pork trailers). Only one fishing rod may be used at a time. Trolling is not permitted as a method of fishing.
Permitted fishing locations: The Tournament Director will explain off-limits at the ramp meeting. Violators will be disqualified. Competitors must not leave the boat to land a fish or to make the boat more accessible to the waters. Competitors must launch at the Olio Road ramp. The boat must remain in the tournament waters during the tournament day. Both competitors must remain in the boat except in case of an emergency.
Competitors must stop fishing and give entry number and launch FOB to the dock-man by 
3:00 PM. 
Scoring: Tournament standings, awards and final winners shall be determined by the pounds and hundredths weight of each team’s catch during the day of the tournament. Only Largemouth, Spotted or Smallmouth Bass are accepted for weigh-in. The limit will be three (3) fish total per team. The minimum size limit is fourteen (14) inches. Any Bass presented for weigh-in that does not meet the minimum size limit will result in a penalty of one (1) pound for each such non-legal fish and that fish will not be weighed. 

Care of the Fish: Each team is expected to keep their fish alive by using a properly aerated livewell.  The penalty for each Bass weighed in dead is ¼ (.25) pound and will be deducted from the total weight. Dead fish cannot win Big Bass.
Late Penalty: Teams who are not at the official check-in point at the appointed time will be penalized at the rate of one (1) pound per minute deducted from the total weight, including any weight to be counted toward a Big Bass award. Any team more than fifteen (15) minutes late will be disqualified.
Ties: In the event of a tie for any position, the tie breakers will be as follows: (1) Most fish (2) Biggest Bass (3) Coin flip.

Protest: If your team has a protest, try to video the violation on your phone or take a picture.
